Delegate elections should be held in advisory on Thursday, September 13.  Any advisory member may run for delegate, but one will be chosen to serve in Student Government.

Roles and Requirements for Delegates

· Delegates will attend all mandatory Student Government meetings

· Delegates will report meeting notes and referendums (bills for consideration) to their respective advisories

· Delegates will help plan most Student Government sponsored events

· Delegates will attend at least two Student Government functions outside of regular school hours

· Delegates will assist in fundraising for Student Government

· Delegates will help other Student Government officers as needed
· Delegates will help make student life at Lindblom the best in the city!

For Advisory Teachers
Please let your advisees know about the delegate elections no later than Tuesday, September 11, so candidates have time to prepare a brief speech.  Rules for the election are at your discretion, but here is a suggested format:

· Invite candidates to give their speeches one at a time

· Limit speeches to no more than 1-2 minutes each

· Allow a few minutes for questions

· Round-robin the voting (students vote face down thumbs up for their candidate)

· Announce the winner and inform either Mike, Kelly or Nate of the winner
