Time Flies…when you have a calendar!
How would any of us know anything about history without someone recording it?  Some cultures pass their histories down orally (by word of mouth), others write books, keep diaries, etc.  One good way to record history is with a calendar.
A calendar can be much more than days and months—it can be an artistic record of the past.  Now for those of you who aren’t artists—don’t worry—I’m not an artist either!  But this can be fun.  Throughout the two stages of U.S. History you will be required to create a calendar page for each of the following topics below (as well as one practice page).  Each page will be worth twenty (20) points—for a total of 250 points (10 points for the cover).  Points will be awarded according to the attached rubric. 
You will create a page for each of the following topics:

· Three Worlds Meet 

· Colonialism
· Revolution
· Manifest Destiny
· Slavery
· Civil War Era
· Imperialism/Progressivism
· World War I Era
· World War II Era
· Civil Rights
· The 80s or 90s
· Technological Revolution
The topics are intentionally broad to allow you to select what you like most about the subject.  For example, if you like the Civil War era you may choose to focus on specific battles, or Lincoln, or social rights.  You get to decide what the focus of your page will be for each topic!

Expectations

Each page should:

· Be well organized

· Contain at least two typed paragraphs (5-6 sentences each) written by you!

· Creative

· Informative

· Relevant!

· Spellchecked

· Demonstrates critical thinking

· Have at least 2 graphics and pictures

· At least 3 “on this date in history” snapshots relevant to your topic

	Creativity 
	Several of the graphics or objects used in the Calendar reflect an exceptional degree of student creativity in their creation and/or display

	Design

	Time and Effort 
	Class time was used wisely. Much time and effort went into the planning and design of the collage. It is clear the student worked at home as well as at school. 
	Class time was used wisely. Student could have put in more time and effort at home. 
	Class time was not always used wisely, but student did do some additional work at home. 
	Class time was not used wisely and the student put in no additional effort. 

	Titles and Text 
	Titles and text were written clearly and were easy to read from a distance. Text varied in color, size and/or style for different text elements. 
	Titles and text were written clearly and were easy to read close-up. Text varied in color, size and/or style for different text elements. 
	Titles and text were written clearly and were easy to read close-up. There was little variation in the appearance of text.
